Thursday 25™ February

Back in February the ATMA held its annual dinner and speakers
night at the Heidelberg Golf Club.

These evenings are a great way to learn some new tricks and meet
some new people as well as discuss world issues over dinner with
some of the industries finest experts. | think it's important that these
evenings keep getting the support they do as they are there for the
betterment of the industry. Also it's worth noting that any one from
the industry can get something from these nights as well as the
ATMA factory tours and road shows, your head miller to your
maintenance crew and everyone in between.

The first speaker for the evening was George Boloutis from Gordyn
and Palmer P/L. He spoke about the process of automation in the
milling industry, he spoke of the new Reid Langdon mill in Cobden
and how the total electrical automation for the site is monitored on
one 30"screen. The state-of-the-art feed mill has many safety and
anti contamination features with the use of alpha numeric codes on
bins. The program will check to make sure that the source bin and
the destination bin match as well as a bar code system for hand
adds and a hand adds tip screen at the hand adds hopper. All
things to make the job of mixing feed very accurate and somewhat
trouble free, for the most part.

George spoke about the XML Batch weighing system which is
Australian Made and how it's easy to add to existing systems. It
can be linked to the office and make formulas from Office
programs, once again taking away the risk of mistakes when
entering in new formulas. Also he spoke of the alarm system on the
batcher and the trends scale.

Salman Rashid from Shell Australia P/L talked about food safety,
machinery oils and lubricants. Salman spoke about the importance
of using the right lubricant in the right industry. A food grade
grease and lube should be tasteless odourless and colorless. Also
the importance of when selecting a lubricant to make sure that it
meets all criteria’s. LCCP Lubrication, Critical, Control, Point. He
showed us a very informative DVD regarding the use of lubricants
in the stock feed industry

Peter Wright from Stock feed Milling Services P/L gave a very
honest and colorful talk on lessons learnt in the stock feed milling
industry, Peter has 30 years experience in the industry with QAF
and has started his own consulting company. Peter spoke about
the cereal milling trade course, and how it was very beneficial to
the industry, he also gave us a good run down on the good and bad
of dust collectors. Dust collectors without vents are bombs waiting
to go offt He spoke about the importance of the dust collector
position and making sure it's the right machine for the right job, and
how downsizing might be the key. More small units as opposed to
one big one, he spoke about how industry groups like the ATMA
are the place to bring up these issues, and how safety issues
should be discussed openly in the industry. Peter is very
passionate about safety in the mill and listening to the people on
the ground. He said Development of milling equipment and
procedures is not rocket science, so ask the operators on the
ground for advice. His stance on automation is pick what you want
that suits your plant and your product. Process control is a huge
investment so get it right from the start and get the right advice.

Botanical Resources Australia Pty Ltd - Pellet Mill
Engineer. I have responsibility for the pelleting of the
Pyrethrum crop harvested in Northern Tasmania to stabilise it
and increase its bulk density prior to the extraction and refining
of the Pyrethrins which are used in food grade natural
insecticides. The residue is referred to as "Spent mark" and is
suitable as a high fibre ingredient for ruminant feed.
